Airfields of Britain Conservation Trust (ABCT)  
A Bit of History….. 

 
 

Today we had the unveiling of a memorial plaque, donated by ABCT, which is sited on the   
outside office wall. 

 
 

Dover (Guston Road) was established by the Royal Naval Air Service early on in World War 
One , being situated immediately to the north of Fort Burgoyne. Aircraft based here proved   

considerably operationally active, notably during 1915 bombing German-occupied naval targets 
in Belgium. Training duties subsequently occurred in addition to equally intensive                  

anti-submarine and fighter patrols until the end of fighting, after which Dover (Guston Road) 
closed in 1919. Today a mixture of housing and schools stand on this airfield.
